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HEADS  MESSAGE 

As the summer term progresses, all children will be as-
sessed by their teachers. For most children, these as-
sessments will take place after half term in order to 
make sure that information passed to their next class 
teacher is as comprehensive and accurate as possible. 
Assessment outcomes will be shared with families in the 
Summer Term reports. Our judgements of children’s 
progress are based on ongoing observation and regular 
marking of classwork balanced against the information 
that is gained through one-off tests or assessments. 
Teachers are careful to report grades which represent a 
child’s typical ability rather than a test score from one 
particular day which may either under or over represent 
the ‘norm’. There will be plenty of experience of that 
approach later on in their educational journey.  
 
Internet and social media users may be familiar with 
letters sent home by class teachers and Headteachers 
reminding families that an academic outcome is only 
one small part of each unique child. As with many 
things widely shared, these communications can seem 
clichéd. In this case however, I can see a shining light 
of truth in the message. Even a small amount of time in 
our school will reveal the many gifts and talents of 
KHPS pupils. Of course we all want our children to suc-
ceed academically, but simultaneously we strive for our 
children to be effective communicators; resilient and 
independent, compassionate and fair; honest and above 
all, happy. Their strengths may lie in academia, in crea-
tive, scientific or sporting fields – all of these spheres 
have a valued place in a balanced and healthy commu-
nity. Through ongoing encouragement and support I am 
sure that our children will continue to thrive and grow 
to be the best that they can be.
